Spring Book Report

You are going to choose a book about World History.  It can be about an event, time period, or person.  It must be about things that happened between 1800-present.  Some helpful key words you might use are any time period between 1800-present, Industrial Revolution, Nationalism, Communism, Liberalism, Conservatism, Revolutions, Unification movements (German and Italian), Mass Society, Imperialism, Women’s Suffrage, World War I, World War II, Korean War, Vietnam War, Cold War, Iraq War, Famous Leaders (ex. Gandhi, Winston Churchill, Hitler, etc.), Chinese Rebellion, and Boxer Rebellion. These are just suggestions for you to go by and any topic during this time period is fair game.
Directions:

· Paper should be typed in Times New Roman, font size 12, double-spaced, and 1-inch margins.  The length of the paper needs to be between 3-5 pages.
· The paper should be in the following format:

· Paragraph 1: Introduction (Title, author, and why you chose the book—Be descriptive) –I already know why you chose the book (because it was assigned), I would rather you give me a description of your initial interests; predictions, why you expected this book to hold your attention; and expectations of the book prior to reading.

· Paragraph 2: Summary of the book (i.e. main idea, key events, characters, and the historical period(s) discussed in the book), and include three quotes from the story and an explanation of how each impact the purpose of the chapter and tie into the main idea.
· Paragraph 3: What is the author’s message? Infer the author’s point of view and attitude towards the subject using specific examples from the text to support your claim(s).  Identify the author's intended audience and explain (give reasons) as to why this is the intended audience. Next, infer the author’s specific purpose for writing the entirety of the text to this intended audience and defend your answer. 

· Paragraph 4: How did this book give you a deeper insight into this era of world history?

· Paragraph 5: Conclusion (What impacted you the most? Would you recommend this book to other students as a good way to learn about this time period? EXPLAIN why or why not?)  Evaluate the validity of information presented in the text by completing a variety of fact checks from other reliable, credible sources.
